•Places of Public Accommodation

•State & Local Government Facilities

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ABA Coverage

Applies to facilities designed, built, altered or leased with Federal funds

•Federal buildings (e.g., post offices)

•Non-Federal buildings (e.g., school built with Federal money)
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Recreation Facility Guidelines

•Amusement rides

•Boating facilities

•Fishing piers and platforms

•Sports facilities

•Play areas

•Golf courses

•Miniature golf courses

•Swimming pools, wading pools, and spas

"For the very first time, these rules will cover recreational facilities like amusement parks and marinas and gyms and golf facilities and swimming pools, and municipal facilities like courtrooms and prisons," Obama stated.

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What Standards Apply to ADA Existing Facilities?

•Title II —Program accessibility

•Title III —Readily achievable barrier removal

Sports facilities (area of sport activity, exercise equipment, player team seating, bowling facilities, shooting facilities, saunas and steam rooms)
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Sports facilities

•Area of sport activity = That portion of a room or space where the play or practice of sport occurs

•Accessible route to each area of sport activity

•Exempt from firm, stable, and slip resistant surface provision

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Team player seating areas

•Platform lift permitted

Images: accessible team player area
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Area of sport activity

Court Sports –

Accessible route to directly connect both sides of the court

Image: various tennis courts
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General Exceptions

•Recreation Facilities

•Raised structures used solely for refereeing, judging, or scoring a sport

•Raised boxing/ wrestling rings

•Water slides and raised diving boards/ platforms

•Animal containment areas not open to the public
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Dressing, Fitting, & Locker Rooms 

Access to at least 5% of each type of locker, in each cluster.
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[changing] Benches (903)

clear floor space (parallel-short axis

Size: (42” min. long, 20” –24” deep)
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Saunas and Steam Rooms

•Where provided in a cluster, at least 5%, not less than one

•Turning space within the room—may be obstructed by readily removable seats

•Door swing can not swing into clear floor/ground space for bench

Image: sauna
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Exercise equipment and machines

•At least one of each type of equipment or machines

Image: weight lifting area at gym
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Exercise Equipment and Machines

•No requirement to modify equipment

•Clear space at equipment

•Controls and operating mechanisms exempt

Image: exercise machine
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Exercise equipment and machines

•Provide a 30 in x 48 in clear space and be served by accessible route

•Positioned for use by an individual using a mobility device

•Clear floor space or ground space for more than one piece of equipment permitted to overlap 

Graphic: exercise machine area that include clear floor space next to each type of machine
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Shooting facilities
Image: wheelchair users using weapons at shooting range.

•Fixed firing positions 5%, not less than one

•60 inch diameter space –slope 1:48 max.
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Bowling lanes

•5%, not less than one of each type

•Where fixed player team seating area provided –not less than 1 wheelchair space at accessible lanes

Image: female throwing bowling ball down lane
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Exceptions: Press Boxes

Exempt if 500 sq ft or less (aggregate) and

•Located on bleachers entered on 1 level

•or elevated 12’ or more (free standing)

Images: press box located on bleacher; elevated press
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Press Boxes

Square footage applies to the gross floor area (including exterior) of all press boxes serving a playing field or other assembly area

Image: elevated press box
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Temporary facilities

Images: large tarp tent; portable toilet served by accessible route
