· DOJ’s 2010 Design Standards  

· (mandatory March 15, 2012)

· Delay in application to Existing Swimming pools – (January 31, 2013)  
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Architectural Barriers Act (ABA)

· Architectural Barriers Act Accessibility Standard (ABAAS)

· Covers Federal facilities (e.g. pools at military facilities)

· Newly constructed and altered pools – GSA –  May 2006

· DOD – Oct 2008
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Residential facilities

· Pools and spas included with State and local government residential facilities 

· Private community residential pools (i.e. Home Owner’s Association) – generally not covered unless open to people other than residents and their guests

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Scoping provisions (242)
Technical provisions (1009)
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Swimming pools (242.2)

· Required means of access into the water

· Over 300 linear ft of pool wall = 2 (one primary)

· Less than 300 linear ft of pool wall = 1

· lift or sloped entry
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Permitted Means of Pool Access

Image: graphic illustrating the accessible means of access into a swimming pool or spa.
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Sloped entries (1009.3)
Image: Figure 72 from the swimming pool guidelines showing the slope and landing requirements of a sloped entry.
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Sloped entries
· Handrail height - 34 and 38 inches to the top of the gripping surface
· Handrail extensions required at top landing but not at the bottom
Images: graphic of sloped entry, and aquatic access wheelchair
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Pool lift location (1009.2.1)

· Located where water does not exceed 48 inches
· Exception - Where the entire pool depth is greater than 48 inches 
· No more than one required to be located in an area where the water level is 48 inches maximum
Image: Pool lift
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Pool lift (1009.2.6)

· Armrests – if provided opposite water shall be removable or fold in raised or load position

· Footrests – must be provided and move with seat 

Images: Three distinct pool lifts
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Pool Lift Operation (1009.2.7)

· Capable of unassisted operation – both deck and water

Image: Self use control operated pool lifts
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Transfer walls (1009.4.1 & 1009.4.2)

· Clear deck space -  60 inches x 60 inches, slope 1:48 maximum
· Height – 16 inches to 19 inches

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Grab Bars (1009.4.5)

· At least one 
· Perpendicular to the pool wall and full depth of the transfer wall 
· Gripping surface 4 to 6 inches above transfer walls. 
· Where two grab bars - clearance between grab bars 24 inches minimum
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Transfer system (1009.5.1)
· Platform
· 19 in min depth
· 24 in clear width
· 16 in to 19 in height
· Surface – not sharp and  rounded edges

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Pool stairs (1009.6)
· Comply with stairs provisions, except as modified
· Handrail width 20 to 24 inches
· Extensions not required at bottom landing

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Spas (242.4)

· At least one means of entry:

· Lift - footrests not required

· Transfer wall

· Transfer system

Where provided, in a cluster, 5% but not less than one

Images: raised spa, lift on spa
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Wading pools (242.3) 

· At least one sloped entry - handrails not required
· Extend to the deepest part of the wading pool
